Bede Warning

This message is being sent to over 1,440 EAA 
chapters in which potential builders may be currently 
thinking of or may someday think of purchasing a 
BD-anything kit from James Bede: DON'T BUY IT! 
FORGET ABOUT IT! 

I made the very expensive mistake of ordering a full 
kit from James Bede of BedeCorp, Medina, Ohio, in 
January of 2006. I made my decision based upon 
sales puffery that I read in Bede's literature, his web 
site, Kitplanes advertising, and a BD-4 forum. As of 
this date, I am out over $24,000 and have only half 
the parts promised by Bede in a legally-binding 
contract. (Please do not assume that us younger 
generation builders know of Bede's history; we don't 
know!) 

Now, 15 months later, Bede has run up a record of 
lying to me and to multiple friends, has admitted to 
my Ohio-based attorney that he never had any subkits 
in stock, and admitted to the Attorney General of Ohio 
that he cannot get “off-the-shelf” parts that he still 
advertises so prominently in his web site and other 
sales literature. Think about this: He can not get parts 
from Aircraft Spruce!? During the past two months, 
he refused to return phone call messages and e-mails 
to potential customers and the Ohio Attorney 
General's office. Even the once-active Northwest-
Aero BD-4 forum has been shut down. I have lots of 
documentation.
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The Attorney General's office stated that they will not 
do anything for me unless they receive additional 
complaints from other buyers of Bede 
products. In the meantime, Bede advertises fantastic 
performance specs and parts availability for the BD-
4C in his web site to make sales. Read the previous 
paragraph again! Note that no flying BD-4C 
prototype even exists! I know of none even under 
construction! 

If anyone in your chapter has been burned by Bede at 
any time in the past or knows firsthand of someone 
who has been burned by Bede, the Attorney General 
office of Ohio needs to hear from them to get Bede to 
comply with fair trade laws. A web site is available: 
https://agcares.ag.state.oh.us/public/questions.aspx 

It is not a user friendly site. There is no cost to use it. 
But in 10 minutes, you can record any bad 
experiences you had with Bede. Then maybe 
the Ohio Attorney General’s office will earn their pay 
and force Bede to stop illegal trade practices. Anyone 
filing a complaint will help put Bede in line with the 
law. They need to hear from you! If you can't fill out 
the Attorney General complaint 
form, write to me your bad experience and I will 
forward it; maybe it will be accepted that way. 

Everything I wrote above has been documented in 
detail and reviewed by my attorney. I will send more 
details to anyone upon individual request. For 
myself, I just hope to get some refund back.

Fabric Covering June 23-24

Electrical Systems and Avionics August 18-19

Here’s a summary of the next two courses. These 
summaries will be repeated in the appropriate future 
newsletters. 

Fabric Covering - June 23-24
This session will instruct you in the techniques of 
fabric covering certified or experimental aircraft. 
Using the Poly-Fiber Covering System, the class will 
cover DC-3 ailerons. All steps are demonstrated and 
practiced, including preparation, gluing the fabric, 
shrinking, rib stitching, taping and spraying. Repair 
procedures will also be discussed and practiced. A 
large portion of the class is hands-on work.
Duration: 2 days. Tuition for EAA members is $259.
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Electrical Systems - August 18-19
The Electrical Systems, Wiring, and Avionics course 
will cover the following subjects: Antenna mounting, 
coax cable installation, wiring of radio systems, 
soldering and crimping components, alternator and 
electrical system requirements, installation of 
electrical systems, etc. You will learn proper 
soldering techniques and have the opportunity to 
practice. You will complete several hands-on practice 
projects designed to reinforce the items discussed in 
the classroom portion of the course. 
Duration: 2 days. Tuition for EAA members is $289.
